
Map of places listed in The Lost Mother

1.  St Joan of Arc’s Church: 118 New Street Brighton
The church was built in 1938; previously Mass was held in a class room at the school at the back and this is where, in 1933,  Constance Parkin first saw Anne’s mother and asked if she could paint her portrait

2.  The Parkin House: 6 Stewart Street, Brighton
The house where Constance Parkin lived with her parents; her studio was in the garage at the back and is where she painted Anne’s mother, the 10 year old Tuni Hogan

3.  The Hogan house: 60 Halifax Street, Brighton (TBC)
The house where young Tuni Hogan lived with her family when she had her portrait painted. THe family moved from this house to Deniliquin towards the end of 1933.

4.  Tay Creggan:  30 Yarra Street, Hawthorn
Home of Lydia and William Mortill 1926-1939.  Owned by the Catholic Church 1939 to 1969, when The Grail operated it as a residence for young women.  In 1964 the young Anne Summers stayed there and first saw the portrait of her mother.

First picture shows how the house looked in the 1930s when the Mortills lived there.  Second picture, as Tay Creggan is today now that is is occupied by Strathcona Girls School
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5.  Raheen:  92 Studley Park Road, Kew
Official residence of Archbishop Mannix in 1939; now residence of philanthropist Jeanne Pratt
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6.  Genazzano Convent

301 Cotham Road, Kew

Where Constance Parkin and her sisters went to school for a short time and where she met Susan Cochrane, the art teacher who changed her life
7.  Lyceum Club
Ridgeway Place, Melbourne

(note: it was at a different location in 1924 when Lydia  Mortill joined, and in the 1960s when Connie Stokes joined)  Will try to get earlier locations but are probably no longer in existence

8.  No 9 Collins Street
The purpose built artist studios where Constance Stokes worked and, for a time, lived from 1934 to 1936.  It was here she painted ‘The Village’

10.  National Gallery School
State Library of Victoria, cnr Swanston and LaTrobe Streets

The National Gallery, and its school, were located in the rear part of this building until the new building was completed on St Kilda Road in 1967
11.  Statue of St Joan of Arc
outside State Library of Victoria, cnr Swanston and LaTrobe Streets

Constance Parkin walked past this statue every day on her way to the National Gallery School, and it may have inspired the painting A Saint.

12. The McInnes/Mortill house: 52 Lucerne Cresecent, Alphington
Formerly the studio of W.B. McInnes, the acclaimed portrait artist and seven times winner of the Archibald Prize. William and Lydia Mortill moved here sometime after they returned from Europe in late 1939. They were living here when Lydia died in September 1941.

13.  Clivedon Mansions
Hilton Hotel in East Melbourne is on the site of this now demolished building which was once the fabulously grand town house of land-boomers Sir William and Lady Clarke

14.  Majestic Mansions
Fitzroy Street, St Kilda  [Need number]

Built in 1912, one of Melbourne’s swankiest apartment buildings, this was where William Mortill lived when he died in 1967

15.  Athenaeum Gallery: 188 Collins Street
Constance Stokes exhibited here often in the gallery (which has not been in existence since 1971) and this is where she showed her ‘Portrait of Mrs W. Mortill’ that was so admired by Arthur Streeton

16.  The Stokes Home: 14 Winnifred Crescent, Toorak
Constance Stokes’s home and work place from the mid 1950s until her death in 1991. Her son lived there until 2008.

17. Victorian Artists’ Society: 430 Albert Street East Melbourne
Both Constance Parkin and Lydia Mortill exhibited their works here, and the miniature of Mrs Mortill painted by Agnes Paterson was shown here in 1927.  Connie continued to attend life drawing sessions here into the 1970s

18.  Lady Mabel Williams’ house: 121 Gipps Street, East Melbourne
Constance Stokes attended the meeting held here in 1965 that wound up the Melbourne Contemporary Artists, the group established by George Bell in 1949

19.  George Bell’s house: 18 Selborne Road, Toorak  
Constance Stokes attended life drawing classes here every week from 1936 until 1960 [check date] and this is where she got the inspiration for her acclaimed work ‘Girl in Red Tights’ when she arrived early one evening and came across the model changing for the class.  The meetings of the Melbourne Contemporary Artists group were also held here from 1949 until the early 1960s when Bell became ill and they then moved to other artists’ homes, including Stokes’s home (map 16) and Lady Mabel Williams’ home (Map 19)

20.  Ian Potter Centre, National Gallery of Victoria: Federation Square, Melbourne
Constance Stokes’ 1935 masterpiece ‘The Village’ is on display here  [check still hanging and get exact location]
